SCIENCE REQUIREMENTS:

To be recommended for an lowa teaching license, students must complete a minimum of 9 credit hours in the
sciences. These credits must come from three different areas:

o Life Science: An Inquiry to Life Science course, or an Introductory or General Biology course

« Physical Science: An Inquiry to Physical Science course, or an Introductory or General Chemistry or
Physics course

« Earth/Space Science: An Inquiry to Earth and Space Science course, or an Introductory Astronomy,
Weather, or Earth Science course

Note: Environmental Science will not fulfill any of the three.

SOCIAL SCIENCE REQUIREMENTS:

To be recommended for an lowa teaching license, students must complete a minimum of 9 credit hours in the
social sciences. These credits must come from three different areas:

e History e Economics
e Sociology e Geography
e Psychology e Political Science
